The 54th Annual Tour of Kansas City consists of 2 Days of racing including a 5K Time Trial, the historic Cliff Drive
Circuit Race, and the KC Crossroads Criterium. Hang out both Saturday and Sunday to see some great cycling action and take part in
additional festival activities. Course maps, directions, updates, and details about the weekend’s events are available at
www.TourofKC.com,

Omnium Details: The Tour of KC will run as a 2-Day (3 event) omnium. Points will be awarded to the top 35 finishers in each event
according to the table on page 5. Pro 1/2 men and Pro 1/2/3 women’s fields will be competing for title of Tour of Kansas City Cham-
pion. Winners will receive a custom TKC championship trophy. All others will receive medals in addition their payout (if applicable).

Riders can earn Bonus Prime Points in the criterium and Bonus KOM Points in the circuit race in (2) specified laps (1 Bonus Prime Lap
in all junior fields, Men 60+, Masters Women, 4/5 Women and 5 Men). The points go 4 riders deep, 1st 5 points, 2nd 3 points, 3rd 2
points, 4th 1 point. Bonus points earned in these races are added to omnium totals. Overall Competition race winner is determined
by summing points won in each stage, in intermediate sprints, and the KOM then subtracting any point penalties.

The riders with the highest cumulative points at the end of the weekend will be the omnium winners. Standard USAC omnium scor-
ing procedures will be used. In the event of a tie on total points, the tie will be broken in favor of the racer who has: (a) the most 1st
place finishes, if still tied, the most 2nd place finishes, if still tied, the most 3rd place finishes or if still tied; (b) the highest placing in
the Criterium. Riders competing in any event will earn points towards the omnium. Weekend payouts are awarded according to the
payout schedule on page 5. In the event of small field sizes, payouts are limited to no more than 50% of the field.

Field Limits: Limits for the circuit race and crit are based on USAC regulations. The time trial has a limited number of total spots
open and can be filled by riders in any category. We highly recommend registering early if you want a spot in the time trial.

Race Series: The 2017 TKC is part of the USAC Jr. National Road Development Race Series. Junior riders can earn spots at regional
camps by placing in any race or the overall omnium. TKC is also part of the Midwest Flyover Omnium Race Series. Riders in Flyover
categories earn points towards the series standings. The circuit race and criteriums are part of the 2017 KCA KBAR/KBAT Series. Indi-
vidual and team points will be awarded towards the KBAR/KBAT & Keen Wealth Cup Championships per the 2017 KCA KBAR/KBAT
rules. 2016 KBAR Winners receive one free entry in this race.

Tour of Kansas City Prologue Time Trial
Saturday, June 24th 2017

The Race: The Prologue TT will set up the weekend’s omnium standings. The short course is mostly flat which will suit the pow-
er crowd but has a wicked uphill finish to even the score for the climbers. Full event details can be found on the event website
www.tourofkc.com

Course Description: The 5K course on Cliff Drive rolls through the beautifully forested park. Riders will get a fast downhill start
on Gooseneck Hill heading out through the park on flat roads. A tough finish will greet riders as they climb back up Gooseneck
Hill to the finish. Gauging your effort will be key. Course closes to riders 15 minutes prior to the start of the race.

Location: Cliff Drive in Northeast Kansas City, Missouri next to the Kansas City Museum. 3218 Gladstone Blvd. Kansas City, MO 64123

Parking: On-street parking is available around the race start/finish area and on the surrounding area streets. Please be
respectful of the surrounding neighborhood residents and their property.

Pre-Registration: The Prologue TT is open to all categories and is only available online. There are a limited number of spots
open for the time trial; early registration is critical for those looking to earn points towards the TKC and Flyover omniums.
Please see the event website www.tourofkc.com for online registration instructions. There is a slight surcharge for online regis-
tration.

Race Day Registration: Onsite registration is not available for the time trial. You can pick-up packets/numbers starting at 7am.

Rules: Riders will go off in 30 second intervals in order listed below. No time trial bikes, aerobars, disc wheels or aero  equip-
ment. Aero helmets and non-disc aero wheels allowed. Wheel depth limited to 60mm.

Masters Racers Note: The men’s masters TT is open to all categories. The circuit race and crit men’s 40+ and 50+ fields are lim-
ited to cat 1-4. Category 5 40+ and 50+ masters racers who wish to qualify for the weekend’s omnium must race category 5 in
all three events.

Course Description: The iconic Cliff Drive Circuit Race will once again be a part of the Tour of Kansas City. The course is a 3 mile
circuit around and through the Cliff Drive corridor. The nation’s only urban scenic byway, the course runs through parkland,
forest, and alongside towering cliffs. It is truly a one-of-a-kind course. The finish atop the punishing Gooseneck Climb will pro-
vide an exciting finish to each of the day’s races.

Location: Cliff Drive in Northeast Kansas City, Missouri next to the Kansas City Museum. 3218 Gladstone Blvd. Kansas City, MO 64123.

Parking: On-street parking is available around the race start/finish area and on the surrounding area. Please be respectful of
the surrounding neighborhood residents. Portions of the course run onto Gladstone Blvd, those areas will be closed to traffic.
Arrive early as parking will fill up and a short walk/ride to the venue may be required. DO NOT PARK IN AREAS DESIGNATED AS
NO PARKING ZONES. If you park in a no-parking area and are asked to move DO NOT argue with the volunteer staff, please just
move or risk DQ in your race event.
